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Good storytellers can make any story seem interesting.

They can make you feel as if you are inside the story.

They can make you experience the same feelings and thoughts as the story’s
characters.

You can do this by “showing” the story through action scenes and focusing on
details such as smells and sounds.

For example, instead of saying “l had a cold ( tell ),” say “l was coughing and
my nose was running all day ( show ).”

By doing this, you lead your audience to use their imaginations and come to
their own conclusions.

Include colorful descriptions so that your audience can physically feel those
emotions too.
